1.1.3 Balance — Accuracy, Power and Speed are @&quivelements of IPSC shooting, and are expresstu
Latin words "Diligentia, Vis, Celeritas" (“DVC”").A properly balanced course of fire will depend &lyg
upon the nature of the challenges presented thereimever, courses must be designed, and IPSC esatch
must be conducted in such a way, as to evaluase lements equally.

1.1.6 Difficulty — IPSC matches present varied degrof difficulty. No shooting challenge-er-tiniit may be
appealed as being prohibitive. This does not applnon-shooting challenges, which should reasgnabl
allow for differences in competitor's height and/gibal build.

1.1.7 Challenge — IPSC-Riflaatches recognize the challenges presented diffeuity-of using full power+ifles
firearms in dynamic shootingnd must always employ a minimum power-lefegdtor to be attained by all
competitors to reflect this challenge.

General Regulations

Physical Construction — Safety considerationthe design, physical construction, and staggliirements
for any course of fire are the responsibility oé thost organization subject to the approval of Ramge
Master. Reasonable effort must be made to preugmy to competitors, officials and spectatorsidgrthe
match. Course design should prevent inadvertesaferactions wherever possible. Consideration meist
given to the operation of any course of fire to e suitable access for officials supervising the
competitors.

Safe Angles of Fire — Courses of fire mustags be constructed taking into account safe angfdse.
Consideration must be given to safe target anddraomstruction and the angle of any possible rietch
Where appropriate the physical dimensions and lliftaof backstops and side berms must be detezchin
as part of the construction process. Unless otiserspecified, the default maximum muzzle angl&ds
degrees in all directions, measured from the froihthe competitor facing directly center downrange.
Violations are subject to Rule 10.5.2.

Minimum Distances — Whenever metal targetmetal hard cover are used in a course of fireggargons
must be taken so that competitors anatdh_Gficials maintain a minimum distance of 50 metexs them
while they are being shot. Where possible-thiadie-should-berestrictéitis should be donwith physical
barriers. If Fault Lines are used to limit the ayg@eh to metal targetthey must be placed at least 51 meters
from the targets so that the competitor may inagwély fault the line and still be outside the 5@ter
minimum distance (see Rule 10.4.7).

Target Locations — When a course is congtdudd include target locations other than immedjate
downrange, organizers and officials must proteaestrict surrounding areas to which competitofficials

or spectators have access. Each competitor musiidveed permittedto solve the competitive problem in
his own way and must not be hindered by being fbtoeact in any manner which might cause unsaferact
Targets must be arranged so that shooting at theepresentedvill not cause competitors to breach safe
angles of fire.

Range Surface — Where possible, the rangacsumust be prepared prior to the match, and g ke
moderatelyclear of debris during the match, to provide reabtm safety for competitors and officials.
Consideration should be given to the possibilityneiement weather and competitor actiors—Rdvig&ech
Officials may add gravel, sand or other materiala deteriorated range surface at any time, an e
maintenance actions may not be appealed by corogsetit

Obstacles — Natural or created obstacles @owase of fire should reasonably allow for vadas in
competitors' height and physical build and shoudd donstructed to provide reasonable safety for all
competitors, Match Officials and spectators.

Common Firing Lines — Courses of fire whendtiple competitors are required to fire simultangly from
a common firing line (e.g—Standard-Exereis®ispot-Off), must provide a minimum of 3 meterdree space
between each competitor.

Target Placement — Care must be taken weéhptiysical placement of a paper target to preveishaot
through”.

Modifications to Course Construction

Match Officials may, for any reason, modiig physical construction or stage procedure fasuase of fire,
provided that such changes are approved in adayptee Range Master. Any such physical changes or
additions to a published course of fire should bmpleted before the stage begins.

All competitors must be notified of any sudfanges as soon as possible. As a minimum, thesy bau
notified by the official in charge of the coursefioé during the squad briefing.

If the Range Master approves any such aefien the match begins he must either:

or are likely to, seriously affect the safety amadfonduct of a match, he may order that all shgpéictivities
be suspended, until he issues a "resume shootirggtige.

256.2 The Range Master (in consultation with the Médgrector) must clearly delineate the vendor aeea he
may issue “Acceptable Practice Guidelines” to alhdors, who are responsible for their implementatio
respect of their own merchandise.

256.3 Competitors may handle unloaded vendor's firesamhile remaining wholly within the vendor areas,

provided reasonable care is taken to ensure thahtlzzle is not pointed at any person while besugdfed.

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CHAPTER 3: Course Information

General Regulations

The competitor is always responsible to safelyilftiife requirements of a course of fire but canyaglasonably be
expected to do so after verbally or physically rdog the written stage briefing, which must adetgliaexplain the
requirements to the competitors. Course infornmatian be broadly divided into the following types:

Published Courses of Fire — Registered cdtopetaind/or their Regional Directeratenust be provided with
the same course of fire information, within the samotice period, in advance of the match. Thermédgion
may be provided by physical or electronic meangyoreference to a website (also see Section 2.3).

Non-Published Course of Fire — Same as Ruld 2xcept that the details for the course of &ire not
published beforehand. The-stagmirse of firdnstructions are provided in the written stagefing.

Written Stage Briefings

A written stage briefing approved by the Rarmdaster must be posted at each course of fire poio
commencement of the match. This briefing will talecedence over any course of fire information
published or otherwise communicated to competiior@dvance of the match, and it must provide the
following minimum information:

The Range-OfficiaDfficer in charge of a course of fire must read out thigtewr stage briefing verbatim to
each squad. The Range—Offici@fficer may visually demonstrate the acceptable StarttiBosand Gun
Ready Condition.

The Range Master may modify a written stagefibg at any time for reasons of clarity, consigty or
safety (see Section 2.3).

After the written stage briefing has beerdréa competitors, and questions arising therefr@amehbeen
answered, competitors should be permitted to caraluorderly inspection (“walkthrough") of the ceerof
fire. The duration of time for the inspection mubst stipulated by the Range Officer, and it shdédthe
same for all competitors. If the course of fireludes moving targets or similar items, these shdd
demonstrated to all competitors for the same dumaind frequency.

Local, Regional and National Rules

IPSC matches are governed by the rules ampdicto the discipline. Host organizations may @aforce
local rules except to comply with legislation ogdé precedent in the applicable jurisdiction. Amjuntarily
adopted rules that are not in compliance with theses must not be applied to IPSC matches withloeit
express consent of the Regional Directoeatd the IPSC Executive Council.

Targets — General Principles

Only targets approved by the IPSC Assembtiyvainich fully comply with the specifications in Appdices
B and C, and frangible targets (see Rule 4.4.&)t@be used for IPSC Rifle matches{see-Secti{n 9.

4.1.1.1 If one or more targets at a match fail dply exactly with the stated specifications, ahd i
replacement targets of the correct specificaticesumavailable, the Range Master must decide
whether or not the variance is acceptable for thatch, and which provisions of Section 2.3 of
these rules will apply, if any. However, the Ramgster's decision will only affect the match in
progress, and will not serve as a precedent faréumnatches held at the same location, or for any
subsequent use of the subject targets at anothtehma

Scoring targets used in all IPSES-Riflatches must be of a single color, as follows:

4.1.2.1  The scoring area of the IPSC Target and Winget must be tan colored, except where the 8ang
Master deems that a lack of contrast with the sumding area or background necessitates that a
different color be used.

4.1.2.2 The entire front of scoring metal or otimem-paper targets must be painted a single color,
preferably white.

Targets used in a course of fire may be albrtor wholly hidden through the use of hard oft smver, as
follows:

When [bbssi
hard cover should not be simulated but construagddg impenetrable materials (see Rule 2.1.3).
Whole paper targets must not be used solely asdueet.

4.1.4.2 Cover provided merely to obscure targets is comsiflesoft cover. Shots which have passed
through soft cover and which strike a scoring targ# score. Shots that have passed through soft
cover before hitting a no-shoot will be penalizedll scoring zones on targets hidden by soft
cover must be left wholly intact. Targets obscupgdoft cover must either be visible through the
soft cover or at least a portion of the affectede#(s) must be visible from around the soft cover.

Declaring a single, intact target to repres&n or more targets by use of tape, paint or atimer means is
prohibited.

IPSC Approved Rifle Targets — Metal

4.3.1

General Rules

4.3.1.1 Metal targets and no-shoots which can aotély turn edge-on or sideways when hit are
expressly prohibited. Using them may result irhdiwal of IPSC sanction.

4.3.1.2 Metal targets and no-shoots which a Rarffiee® deems have fallen or overturned due to being
hit on the apparatus supporting them, or for arheotaccidental reason (e.g. wind action, a

Procedural penalties are imposed when a etitmipfails to comply with procedures specifiedanwritten
stage briefing _and/or is found to be in violatiohather general rules The Range Officer imposing the
procedural penalties must clearly record the nunobgenalties, and the reason why they were impased
the competitor's score sheet.

Procedural penalties are assessed at mnpairits each.

A competitor disputing the application omber of procedural penalties may appeal to the fQR@nge
Officer and/or Range Master. A competitor who gums to be aggrieved may then lodge an appeal for
arbitration.

Procedural penalties cannot be nullifiedusther competitor action. For example, a competitho fires a
shot at a target while faulting a line will stithdur the applicable penalties even though he suiesely

Procedural Penalties — Specific Examples

APPENDIX C1: Calibration of IPSC Poppers

ibration/ Testing Of

1. The Range Master must designate a specific gugfmmunition and one or more rifles to be ussdficial
calibration tools by officials authorized by himgerve as calibration officers.

2. Prior to commencement of a match, the calibnaimmunition must be chronographed using the proeed
specified in 5.6.3. The calibration ammunition,emitested through each designated rifle, must eelael50
power factor (variance +/- 5%) to qualify.

3. Once the supply of ammunition and the designéefkxs have been tested and approved by the Ritagter,
they are not subject to challenge by competitors.

In this casefurther
action is required and the course of fire is scdesdshot”, with the subject popper scored as aMis

(c)  The popper is left standing and the competitallenges the calibration. In this case, the poppd the
surrounding area on which it stands must not befhted or interfered with by any person. If a Match
Official violates this rule, the competitor mussheot the course of fire. If the competitor or aler
person violates this rule, the popper will be sdoas a miss and the rest of the course of fire lvill
scored “as shot”.

(d)  If the popper falls for any external reasomgy(&ind action), before it can be calibrated, doe$ must be
ordered.

7. In the absence of any interference, a calibmatfficer must conduct a calibration test of thdjsat popper
